The extended abstract should be structured into an introduction, main body (experimental procedure, results and discussion), conclusions, acknowledgments, and references.

Guidelines for putting graphics in your paper

Graphic objects such as charts, photos and line drawings should be in electronic form and be pasted into the document directly.  Floating frames are useful for convenient positioning of graphics. Original line drawings, photos, etc should be scanned before insertion.  If possible, use either JPEG or GIF format graphic files as they are more compact than bitmaps like BMP or PCT.  Text may be wrapped around figures if desired.  Number your figures Figure 1, Figure 2, etc with a short caption under each in 10-point Times New Roman bold to distinguish it from the main text.

2.3 Tables

Tables should be labeled Table 1, Table 2, etc at the top of each table.

2.4 Equations

Mathematical equations should be laid out wherever possible using an equation editor and be numbered consecutively as in this example (using the style Equation):

The general format for references is as follows:

Author’s surname, initials. (Year of Publication), Title in Italics, Name of Publisher, Place of Publication. (style References)

Some specific examples of reference styles for different types of publications are given in the rest of this section.
